What are the Opportunities?


This is an important mission to key growth areas in Asia. In Vietnam, the Ports Master Plan has been approved by the government requiring investment of £10bn in the next 10 years. The lack of modern port facilities is a threat to Vietnam’s growth, and the port capacity needs to double in the next 10 years. In Indonesia, the Shipping Law, passed in 2008, removes state monopoly enabling participation by the private sector in port activities. Indonesia has 25 key commercial ports within the archipelago with others serving individual industries.
